Guns, weapons of any kind, and hazardous materials are
not permitted.

Handheld cameras and phones may be used to take photos for
personal use. However, the following are not allowed, whether
indoors or outside: flash photography, tripods, selfie sticks, standing
lights, drones, and other related equipment, gear, and add-ons. Formal
photo shoots require a permit.

You may carry bags and collapsible umbrellas smaller than

11 x 15 x 6 inches. The Museum also permits soft, front-facing baby
carriers and strollers. Large bags, rolling luggage, long umbrellas,
wagons, scooters, and ride-on cars/bikes (with push handles or
automatic) are not permitted.
